


@ Using Detailed Searc

When you want to use complex conditions that are not available with the basic search, you can use
the detailed search. This is a good choice for experienced users and for librarians.

Detailed search (results screen)
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There are now three fields, where you

can separate terms with AND, OR,
and NOT.
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For search scope, you can set
" B# headline, title (for articles), or full text,
V BxAEReECHHTh and for search conditions you can
B0 ~ ] select exact, beginning, end, and
¥ HASE partial match.
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Key words searched using AND are
highlighted, making it easy to grasp
the content quickly.
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A number of individual search functions are available on

Bunko, which is particularly popular.

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Search results/books
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Search conditions

You can set conditions such as volume,
name of title, name of author, and year of
publication in this order.

If you click on the title, you can see actual
pages of the book in PDF format.
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Search results/page
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Search words/page
Click on & 5(C#& D & (Refine results) to

search for title or author, or through the full
text of the books.

Key words searched using AND are
highlighted, making it easy to grasp the
content quickly.
